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· ARC has had 5 meetings this year
· ARC has participated in the facilitated Board repair process with Camille Dumond


· In awaiting outcomes and recommendations from Board repair process many ARC initiatives were put on hold until the future
· ARC’s focus this year was on building our ARC Calendar: discussing and planning the dates we want to honor this year and exploring ways to continue to build upon the calendar through website development in the future.
· Two ARC advisors facilitated the BIPOC affinity group for the Book Club’s reading of Resmaa Menakem’s Book and received a lot of positive feedback. Participants named that the affinity group was a unique, highly meaningful, greatly valued experience and there was a request to continue offering this moving forward.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]In view of the positive feedback, ARC would like BCPTA to continue offering book clubs with at least one book a year supporting equity deserving groups in relation to therapy/play therapy and to continue to offer affinity groups for Book Clubs.
· ARC is seeking new members and advisors for the 2026-2027 year 
· ARC has recommended that the board create clarity around ARC advisor and member roles and expectations to create clear understanding of what participation entails.
